 Romans 12:3 
3For by the grace given to me I say to everyone among you not to think 
of himself more highly than he ought to think, but to think with sober 
judgment, each according to the measure of faith that God has assigned. 
 
 I Corinthians 12:15-22 
15 If the foot says, “I am not a part of the body because I am not a 
hand,” that does not make it any less a part of the body. 16 And if the 
ear says, “I am not part of the body because I am not an eye,” would 
that make it any less a part of the body? 17I f the whole body were an 
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eye, how would you hear? Or if your whole body were an ear, how 
would you smell anything? 18 But our bodies have many parts, and God 
has put each part just where he wants it. 19 How strange a body would 
be if it had only one part! 20Yes, there are many parts, but only one 
body. 21 The eye can never say to the hand, “I don’t need you.” The 
head can’t say to the feet, “I don’t need you.”22 In fact, some parts of 
the body that seem weakest and least important are actually the most 
necessary.

 I Corinthians 12:31-13:3 

31 But earnestly desire the higher gifts. And I will show you a still 
more excellent way. 
 
1 If I could speak all the languages of earth and of angels, but 
didn’t love others, I would only be a noisy gong or a clanging 
cymbal. 2 If I had the gift of prophecy, and if I understood all of 
God’s secret plans and possessed all knowledge, and if I had such 
faith that I could move mountains, but didn’t love others, I would 
be nothing. 3 If I gave everything I have to the poor and even 
sacrificed my body, I could boast about it; but if I didn’t love 
others, I would have gained nothing.
