Rocks 

 
Genesis 28:10-22 
10 Jacob left Beersheba and set out for Harran. 11 When he reached a certain 
place, he stopped for the night because the sun had set. Taking one of the 
stones there, he put it under his head and lay down to sleep. 12 He had a 
dream in which he saw a stairway resting on the earth, with its top reaching 
to heaven, and the angels of God were ascending and descending on it. 13 
There above it stood the Lord, and he said: “I am the Lord, the God of your 
father Abraham and the God of Isaac. I will give you and your descendants 
the land on which you are lying. 14 Your descendants will be like the dust of 
the earth, and you will spread out to the west and to the east, to the north 
and to the south. All peoples on earth will be blessed through you and your 
offspring.  15 I am with you and will watch over you wherever you go, and I 
will bring you back to this land. I will not leave you until I have done what I 
have promised you.” 
 
16 When Jacob awoke from his sleep, he thought, “Surely the Lord is in this 
place, and I was not aware of it.” 17 He was afraid and said, “How awesome 
is this place! This is none other than the house of God; this is the gate of 
heaven.” 
 
18 Early the next morning Jacob took the stone he had placed under his head 
and set it up as a pillar and poured oil on top of it. 19 He called that place 
Bethel, though the city used to be called Luz. 
 
20 Then Jacob made a vow, saying, “If God will be with me and will watch 
over me on this journey I am taking and will give me food to eat and clothes 
to wear 21 so that I return safely to my father’s household, then the Lord will 
be my God 22and this stone that I have set up as a pillar will be God’s house, 
and of all that you give me I will give you a tenth.”

Joshua 4:1-8; 20-24 
1 When the whole nation had finished crossing the Jordan, the Lord said to 
Joshua, 2 “Choose twelve men from among the people, one from each tribe, 
3 and tell them to take up twelve stones from the middle of the Jordan, from 
right where the priests are standing, and carry them over with you and put 
them down at the place where you stay tonight.” 
 
4 So Joshua called together the twelve men he had appointed from the 
Israelites, one from each tribe, 5 and said to them, “Go over before the ark of 
the Lord your God into the middle of the Jordan. Each of you is to take up a 
stone on his shoulder, according to the number of the tribes of the Israelites, 
6 to serve as a sign among you. In the future, when your children ask you, 
‘What do these stones mean?’ 7 tell them that the flow of the Jordan was cut 
off before the ark of the covenant of the Lord. When it crossed the Jordan, 
the waters of the Jordan were cut off. These stones are to be a memorial to 
the people of Israel forever.” 
 
8 So the Israelites did as Joshua commanded them. They took twelve stones 
from the middle of the Jordan, according to the number of the tribes of the 
Israelites, as the Lord had told Joshua; and they carried them over with them 
to their camp, where they put them down. 9 Joshua set up the twelve stones 
that had been in the middle of the Jordan at the spot where the priests who 
carried the ark of the covenant had stood. And they are there to this day. 
 
20 And Joshua set up at Gilgal the twelve stones they had taken out of the 
Jordan. 21 He said to the Israelites, “In the future when your descendants ask 
their parents, ‘What do these stones mean?’ 22 tell them, ‘Israel crossed the 
Jordan on dry ground.’ 23 For the Lord your God dried up the Jordan before 
you until you had crossed over. The Lord your God did to the Jordan what he 
had done to the Red Sea when he dried it up before us until we had crossed 
over. 24 He did this so that all the peoples of the earth might know that the 
hand of the Lord is powerful and so that you might always fear the Lord your 
God.”

I Samuel 7:7-12 
7 When the Philistines heard that Israel had assembled at Mizpah, the rulers 

of the Philistines came up to attack them. When the Israelites heard of it, they 

were afraid because of the Philistines. 8 They said to Samuel, “Do not stop 

crying out to the Lord our God for us, that he may rescue us from the hand of 

the Philistines.” 9 Then Samuel took a suckling lamb and sacrificed it as a 

whole burnt offering to the Lord. He cried out to the Lord on Israel’s behalf, 

and the Lord answered him. 

10 While Samuel was sacrificing the burnt offering, the Philistines drew near 
to engage Israel in battle. But that day the Lord thundered with loud thunder 
against the Philistines and threw them into such a panic that they were 
routed before the Israelites. 11 The men of Israel rushed out of Mizpah and 
pursued the Philistines, slaughtering them along the way to a point below 
Beth Kar. 
 
12 Then Samuel took a stone and set it up between Mizpah and Shen. He 
named it Ebenezer, saying, “Thus far the Lord has helped us.”

John 8:2-11 
2 At dawn he appeared again in the temple courts, where all the people 
gathered around him, and he sat down to teach them. 3 The teachers of the 
law and the Pharisees brought in a woman caught in adultery. They made her 
stand before the group 4 and said to Jesus, “Teacher, this woman was caught 
in the act of adultery. 5 In the Law Moses commanded us to stone such 
women. Now what do you say?” 6 They were using this question as a trap, in 
order to have a basis for accusing him. But Jesus bent down and started to 
write on the ground with his finger. 7 When they kept on questioning him, he 
straightened up and said to them, “Let any one of you who is without sin be 
the first to throw a stone at her.” 8 Again he stooped down and wrote on the 
ground.
